2.	Minutes of the previous AGM held 17th September 2008


Copies had been sent out to all Clubs following last year’s AGM. The minutes were also available on the Website. 


The Minutes were accepted as a true record and the original signed by the Chairperson. 


	There were no matters arising.








3.	Statement of accounts


The Income/Expenditure Sheet for 2008/2009 was distributed. See Appendix 1 for details. 


Money carried forward is £1,550.47. Net profit for the 12 months was £8.04. 


The October 2008 League Tournament made a loss of  £157.00. See Appendix 2.


This was mainly due to the increased number of shuttles used. 20 dozen in 2008 compared to 12 dozen in 2007. 


The reason for this increase was due to the poor quality of feathers. Due to shortages, feathers were culled 2 months earlier than normal. This meant that the feathers were not so strong and lacked their natural ‘goodness’.


Hence there will be an increase in Entry Fees for the October 2009 League Tournament.


The Mixed Doubles Competition made a loss of £26.25. See Appendix 3


The 2009 Presentation Dance made a profit of £270.00. See Appendix 4. The Dance Fund stands at £934.64.   


Interest for the 12 months period was £44.55 in total.


The above accounts have been audited and were accepted by the Meeting.�


4.	Fixing of League Fee for 2009-2010


The Management Committee recommended the League Fee stayed at £2.50 per team. 


This was accepted by the Meeting





5.	Report of Presentation Dance


The Secretary reported on the end of season Presentation Evening, held at Billingham Synthonia Club on Friday 8th May. 80 people attended and all enjoyed the evening.


The Meeting agreed to hold a similar event at the end of this season.


The Secretary stated that the intention would be to hold this season’s Presentation Evening on Friday 7th May. He will discuss with Anthea Carter.





6.	Final League Tables


Copies of the 2008/2009 Final League Tables had been sent to all Club Match Secretaries at the end of the season. They were also available on the Website. In addition copies were made available at the Meeting.  The tables were accepted by the Meeting.





7.	Rule Changes


The League Management Committee has agreed that the Rule Change made last season to penalise teams who only turned up with two pairs had not been successful.  Therefore they were recommending to the AGM that the addition made to Rule 32 in September 2008 be removed.


This was agreed by the Meeting





In order to help Clubs field three pairs, the Committee also agreed to recommend to the AGM that Rule 26 should be altered to read: -


“A player in a lower team may play for a higher team/s on three occasions without being tied.”


This was also agreed by the Meeting


	


The wording for Rules 26 & 32 are shown in Appendix 5.





During the discussion on the proposed rule changes, it was suggested by Tony Evans that Clubs should insist on players playing up for higher teams. The view expressed was that it was a nonsense for say the ‘A’ Team to be playing with 2 pairs whilst the ‘B’ Team, playing on the same night, had 3 pairs playing.











Whilst sympathising with the above, the Meeting agreed that it would be very difficult for the League to enforce such a ruling. 


There could be a number of reasons why players might refuse to play up.


	I play for fun. I am attached to my team.


I am happy at playing at the level my team is in – I do not want to play in a higher division.


I wasn’t good enough to be selected for ‘A’ team at the beginning of the season, so why should I play for them during the season.


Player X took my place in the higher team. If it weren’t for X, I would be playing in that team. 


The players in the higher teams should be more committed, get them to fulfil the team’s fixtures. Get away from players only playing when it suits them.  


The Meeting agreed, that it should be up to a Club to decide on their policy of how teams fulfil their fixtures.





The Meeting agreed that if a Team is unable to field three pairs, the Club should inform the opposition as soon as possible. As well as being a courtesy call, it might also allow a home club to save on unnecessary court costs. 





8.	Formation of League Divisions 2009-2010

Last season we ended up with 27 teams. Marske have dropped their ‘E’ Team.

9.	Update on the Development of Badminton in the Tees Valley area


Yorkshire & North East Regional Manager (RM). The two previous regions of Yorkshire and the North East have combined. Jo Clarke has been the RM since the beginning of June.


As of mid-September, Jo will have 4 full-time Regional Officers (RO) working for her. 


Steve Blenkinsopp, who was the Tees Valley & Durham County BDO, has been re-appointed as RO. Claire Towne is the new RO who will be working in the Tees Valley area as well. 





Teesside Performance Centre.  This is based at Thornaby Pavilion and has been up and running since the start of the year. There are three squads. Raw who have a 2-hour session once per week, Developing who have two 2-hour sessions per week and the Emerging who also have two 2-hour sessions per week. As well as their on-court work the players are expected to manage their own fitness regimes. As the ethos of Performance Centres is “competition”, the players are expected to enter a certain number of tournaments depending on their ability and BADMINTON England gradings.

Badminton Community Sports Coach Additional monies have been received from Tees Valley Sport and this scheme will continue until Easter 2010. 


Premier League 4 Sport As part of the Premier Leagues (football) contribution to assisting other sports to develop, a national agreement was set up, last season, where the sports of Badminton, Table Tennis, Volleyball & Judo joined in partnerships with the then Premier League Clubs.


In this area Middlesbrough Football Club have formed a partnership with the Teesside Performance Centre. The Badminton School Satellite Clubs will be Egglescliffe, Northfield, Bydales & Brierton.


No Strings Leisure Centre Badminton Championships Looking to promote this competition in all the local sports centres. It is aimed at casual and recreational players. Posters and Entry Forms will be available in participating leisure centres from mid November. The competition will be held January/February. Providing at least six leisure centres enter in the Yorkshire and the North East region, there will be an additional regional final held at Thornaby. (Otherwise North Regional Final will be at Leigh in Lancashire.) Please encourage your friends to enter this ‘friendly’ competition.


Umpires Training Course The Teesside Badminton Development Association and the Badminton Umpires Association of England have arranged to run an Umpires Training Course on Sunday 4th October at Thornaby Pavilion. In the past it was the norm for home teams to proved a drink (juice or tea) and biscuits. 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AGREED RULE CHANGES - SEPTEMBER 2009








26.	Each Club entering more than one team in any one of the three leagues (Mixed, Ladies & 


	Gents), must submit a list of names of the six players for each of the teams - except the 	bottom team, to the League before that team's first match. Clubs are expected to select their� 	teams on merit.


	No player shall be able to play in a team lower than the team he has been nominated for.


A player in a lower team may play for a higher team/s on three occasions without being tied.


	If a Club wishes to change the players nominated for one of their teams, approval by the 


	Management Committee must be given.


If a tied player plays for a lower team, the scores for the games played will be awarded to the opposition 21-0, 21-0.








32.	A league table shall be compiled for each Division. Positions in the table shall be based on�the number of points awarded for each match played. If teams are level on points then the�total number of matches won decides. If teams are still equal then the number of games won decides. If still equal then the difference between ends won and lost decides. If still equal then the decision will be at the Management Committee’s discretion. 





	In the event of any team resigning from the League during any season all matches played by 	the resigning team in that season shall be declared void. 





	If a Team concedes two matches, then at the end of the season three points are deducted � 	from the final league table.


If a Team concedes three matches, then at the end of the season that team drops to the bottom of the table and therefore automatic relegation.


	If a Team concedes four matches, then at the end of the season that team drops to the lowest  	division.
