Division sizes are A=7, B=7, C=6.

Mixed League

Teesside Badminton Development Association (TBDA) organise and run a number of Junior Circuit Tournaments during the season.

This season, for the first time, TBDA will be organising & running THREE Senior Circuit Tournaments.

The Tees Valley Senior Silver Tournament is weekend 30th November /1st December 2013

The Tees Valley Senior Bronze Tournament is Saturday 15th February 2014.

The Tees Valley & Yorkshire Senior Gold Tournament is over the Easter Weekend 18th/19th April 2014.

All Junior & Senior Tournaments are at Thornaby Pavilion Leisure Centre.

Entry Forms available from Tees Valley Badminton & Badminton England websites.

The TABL has agreed to donate £500.00 from the ‘Dance Fund’ to help boost the prize funds for the Senior Tournaments.In order to attract the better players, we need to have attractive prize funds that are better than other tournaments. It is seen as one way to help develop & promote badminton in the Tees Valley area.

Any Other Competent Business
 
Registration of Players with the League.
The Secretary reminded the Meeting that all players have to be Registered with the League before they play their first match.

The League Registration is completely separate from the Badminton England (BE) Affiliations.
The BE Affiliation (which includes insurance) covers you for a 12 month period from 1st November to 31st October. Therefore to ensure all players are Affiliated, Fees should be paid to BE by 31st October.

The Registration of Players with the TABL, has to be done before players play their first matches. Therefore that means that Clubs normally Register all their known players, with Team Nominations where applicable, to me (as League Match Secretary) before the start of the Club’s first match.

The reason the League has a Player Registration system is to stop players saying to Clubs that they will play for them and then when they do not get into the team they wanted to play for, leaving the Club & joining another Club, thus possibly leaving the original Club short of players.

As Rule 35 states “A player can be Registered (with the TABL) before they are Affiliated (with BE)”
